5. How do we know that God was well pleased with this 
sacrifice and accepted it? (V21-22) 

6. Why did God promise to never again destroy life on the 
earth with a global flood? Did the flood correct man’s sinful 
nature? How will God deal with man’s rebellion in the 
future? (2 Peter 3:7) 

7. What comfort do you find in reading verse 8:22? What 
would happen to us if this were not true?
